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During the last session of the European Parliament in Strasbourg, MEPs from the 
EPP, S&D, ALDE, Greens/EFA and the ECR founded the informal group "Friends 
of Turkey". Forty-seven MEPs have already joined.

The main interest of the informal group is to closely follow the negotiation process
between the EU and Turkey through a critical but constructive approach. Members 
are committed to provide an added value in the negotiation process by an open and 
frank dialogue.
